You can also look at the consequences or benefits of the issue. Basically, you are answering the questions: Why should the world/city/Province/Country rejoice/be concerned about this article? What are the global/city/Province/Country rejoice implications? Please note: This should be done as a separate paragraph from the summary and must also be typed.

Sources can include, but are not restricted to newspapers, magazines, and the internet.
